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5 NON-NEGOTIABLES for  Students

CLASS OR PASS - If you are in the halls, you must have a 
pass and it must be presented when requested by an 
adult.

STAY OR PAY - If students are out of place and are 
approached by any adult, they must remain in the   
presence of that individual until the issue is resolved.

COMPLY OR GOODBYE - Students are expected 
to follow the rules while on campus.  Failure to   
comply with reasonable requests may result in OSS.

ON TIME OR SERVE TIME - Students are expected 
to get to class on time.  Failure to comply will  
result in ASD, Saturday Detention, and OSS.

TRUTH OR CONSEQUENCES - Students are 
expected to display the highest level of integrity.    
Cheating, lying, stealing, & falsification will not be   
tolerated.

Clothing that disrupts the educational environment is not allowed.  Slips noting dress code 
violations will be issued at the beginning of the school day and “fixing” an outfit will not be an 
option.  Students who dress inappropriately will be sent to the Attendance Office to change, 
where clothes will be issued to them and must be returned at the end of the day.  Fees will 
be charged for items not returned. A student’s refusal to comply with the dress code or dress 
code procedures may result in suspension.

The following must NOT be worn at school: 

 Hats or headgear inside the building.

 Strapless, cutout, or see-through shirts, and shirts with a single   

strap smaller than two fingers in width. 

Shorts and skirts shorter than 5” from the top of the knee.

 Clothing with explicit language or language relating to alcohol, 

tobacco, or drugs.

 Any dress or adornment symbolizing gang affiliation. 

 Sagging pants and visible undergarments. 

 Clothing for girls exposing cleavage and/or the midriff area. 

 Leggings or jeggings should not be worn as pants. They can 

be worn with tops that fall at least 5” from the top of the knee.

Harassment
The Board specifically prohibits bullyingand 

harassmentunder any circumstances.  Any 

offensive verbal, nonverbal, or physical conduct 

that is sufficiently severe, persistent or pervasive 

to interfere with a studentõs ability to participate 

or benefit  from an educational program or 

activity. Prohibited conduct may include, but is 

not limited to, abusive jokes, insults, slurs, name-

calling, threats, bullying, intimidation, or cyber-

bullying (using the internet, email or text 

messaging to bully.)

Gang and Gang Related Activities

 WCPSS does not support or condone gang 

membership or gang activity.  

 Wearing, possessing, using, distributing, 

displaying or selling any clothing, jewelry, 

emblems, possession of literature that 

show affiliation with a gang, or is evidence 

of membership or affiliation in any gang or 

that promotes gang affiliation is 

prohibited.



Fighting/Physical Aggression or Assault

No student shall choke, hit, slap, 

shove, scratch, bite, block the 

passage of, or throw objects at 

another person in an aggressive 

or confrontational manner.  



Fighting/Physical Aggression or Assault 
continued…

Taking any action or making 

comments or writing 

messages that might 

reasonably be expected to 

result in a fight  or physical 

aggression.



Assault on Student, School Employee, or Other Adult

 No student shall cause, attempt to cause, or 
intentionally behave in such a manner that 
could reasonably cause serious physical 
injury to any student.

 Any student who assaults another student, 
school employee, or other adult may be 
recommended for long-term 
suspension. 



Difference Between
Self-Defense and Fighting

 Self-Defense: Any physical contact taken by the 

student so they could get away from the altercation 

(pushing the student away).

 Fighting:  Remaining in the altercation and engaging in 

physical contact (punching, headlocks, tackling).



Wireless Communication Devices

 Electronic devices/cell phones must be off during all 
periods of instructional time.

 Students may use them before school, after school, 
between classes, and during lunch but NEVER in a 
classroom.

 If a staff member asks for a phone or electronic device and 
the student refuses, he or she will receive disciplinary 
consequences per the WHS Policy Updates.  These 
consequences range from Saturday Detention to 
suspension.

 Confiscated phones must be picked up by parent in the 
main office after school.

 Students are responsible for their electronic devices. Have 
them on you at all times or locked in a locker.



Weapons and Dangerous Instruments 

No student, pre-kindergarten ð12th

grade, shall possess, handle, or 
transmit any weapon, facsimile of a 
weapon, or other object that can 
reasonably be considered or used as a 
weapon or dangerous instrument.



Narcotics, Alcoholic Beverages, 
Controlled Substances

No student shall possess, use, 

distribute, sell, possess with intent to 

distribute or sell, or conspire or 

attempt to distribute or sell, or be 

under the influence of any narcotic 

drug, steroid, alcoholic beverage, 

controlled substance, chemical or 

drug paraphernalia.  See the Wake 

County Schools policy manual for more 

details.



Trespassing

ÅNo student shall be on the campus of any school except the 
one to which the student is assigned during the school day 
without knowledge and consent of officials of that school.

ÅBy 2:30 pm students must be either with a WHS staff 
member (teacher/advisor/coach) or in the media center –
otherwise students will be considered trespassing.

ÅASD will be held in the Novanet Room (#2208) from 

2:30 – 4:30 on Tues., Thurs. and 2:30 – 3:30 on Wed.



Integrity

Any student who engages in or 
attempts to engage in cheating, 
plagiarism, falsification, violation 
of software copyright laws, or 
violation of computer access shall 
be subject to disciplinary action.



Misconduct on a School Bus

School transportation 
service is a privilege, 
not a right.

Violation of any rule of the Code of 
Student Conduct while on the school 
bus is specifically prohibited and may 
result in temporary or permanent 
suspension from school transportation 
services and/or from school.

What is an Alternative Learning Center?

ALC is an intervention option for students who 
repeatedly violate Level I and Level II offenses as 
outlined in the Student Code of Conduct.

This model is intended to support staff and student 
interactions using various interventions and focusing 
on the reduction of undesirable and problematic 
behaviors. 

The ALC process is a response to areas of concern 
addressed in the In-School Suspension Report 
compiled by WCPSS Evaluation and Research.



Administrators refer students from 1 day up to 45 days. 

Placement is based upon a process.

Emphasis is placed on academic success.

There is the opportunity for reflection and rehabilitation.

Incorporates more follow-up and consistency.

Increase specific interventions to students who are in behavioral violation.

Support the teaching and learning process.

Decrease out of school suspension rates. 

Increase high school graduation rates.
